Serve these great 
pumpkin bars!  (A terrific recipe I received from my sister, Nancy) 
 
Holiday Pumpkin Bars      Frosting  (blend together the following): 

1 small can pumpkin (2 cups)    2 cups powdered sugar 
3-4 eggs  2 cups sugar   4 ounces cream cheese 
2 cups flour  1 cup vegetable Oil  1 Stick butter or margarine  
2 tsp. baking soda ½ tsp salt   1 tsp. vanilla 
½ tsp cinnamon 

Mix together pumpkin, sugar, eggs and oil.  Fold in dry ingredients.  Spread on large cookie sheet (11” x 17”).  Bake 
at 350 for 20 minutes.  Cool and frost.  Sprinkle with cinnamon if desired and cut into bars.  YUM!
