Square up your quilt

Make sure all threads on

e Don’t skimp on your
backing and batting. A
generous 4” on ALL sides
is needed

e Help prevent wavy borders
by measuring your quilt
carefully through the center
length and center width of
the quilt before cutting
borders to size.

e If your quilt backing is
pieced, trim off selvages,
use %" seams and press
the seams open.
