Quiltrick #7:   Are you struggling with a half-square triangle? 
          Make one the same size as your original squares without having to mark it. 

1. Place a piece of masking tape straight out from the needle of your sewing machine.   
2. Place two squares of fabric right sides together with one corner under the needle.  
3. Sew to the second corner by following the masking tape to the needle.  
4. Trim the seam allowance to ¼” and press your seam to one side.  Done!
