Get in the habit of pressing your seams as you make them, and your blocks will fit together like they should.  
This also is invaluable when sewing binding on by machine.  With a little practice you can sew one side, press 
well, then sew the other side down a scant 1/8’ from the fold. It comes out the same on both sides.  Try it!
